This cause having come on to be heard on the complaint of the Crawford
County Board of Commissioners for determination of the normal level of the
waters of Lake Margrethe, Grayling Township, Crawford County, Michigan, and,

Testimony having been taken in open court from John Keir, a registered
engineer with the Crawford County Road Commission, relative to the normal
level of Lake Margrethe, and,
| The Lake Margrethe Property Owners Assoclation having been represented
by Nelson A. Miles, Attorney at Law, and all parties having been heard in
open court and no objections having been filed or made in open court, and
proof of compliance with statutory requirements for publication and notices
provided by statute having been furnished through the court and the court
being fully advised in the premises;

NOW THEREFORE it is hereby ordered that the normal level of Lake
Margrethe, Grayling Township, Crawford County, Michigan, be and hereby is

established at an elevation of 1,134.4 feet above sea level during the period

commencing on or -about April 30th of each year and continuing until November
1st of each year, after which date by removal of boards in the dam located
at the outlet of Lake Margrethe on Portage Creek the lake shall be allowed
to reach a level of 1,133.7 feet above sea level commencing on or about
November 1st of each year and continuing until April 30th of the following
year in order to prevent ice damage to the shore line during the winter and
spring thaw;

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the levels herein established by this Order
shall be regarded as the legal levels and established in accordance with the
provisions of Public Act 146 of 1961, as amended, known as the Inland Lake

Tovael Act .
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
